Nominating Criteria for the SACES Courtland Lee Social Justice Award

	The SACES Executive Council is seeking nominations for the Courtland Lee Social Justice Award. 

	This award is presented annually to a member of SACES in recognition of exemplary work in the attainment and furthering of social justice. The recipient’s work might positively affect a group, community, region, or the nation as whole. It might be case specific or more generalized, but it must have strong and clear ties to the betterment of society through the righting of past wrongs in a proactive, just, and meaningful way.

Previous recipients include Drs. Courtland Lee, Barbara Herlihy, Brian Dew, Fred Bemak, and Rita Chung.

Beyond being SACES members in good standing, nominees must demonstrate the pursuit of social justice in at least three of the following areas:

1) Community Improvement
	Work which directly serves the needs of marginalized or disadvantaged populations.

2) Student Involvement
	Work which provides graduate students with the opportunity to directly assist in addressing the needs of marginalized or disadvantaged populations.

3) Research and Writings
	Specific study of social justice issues, including values analysis, paradigms for developing and expanding understanding and respect, and best practices for confronting injustice.
    
4) Advocacy
	Dedication to increasing consciousness about social justice issues in both professional settings and the general population.
 
5) Grants
	Third-party funded work with the direct objective of righting past wrongs; or research, initiatives, and programs which supplement or indirectly advance the broader goal of social justice.   

* Documentation for the Social Justice Award: Submit three copies of: nominee’s vita, a letter detailing nominee’s efforts in at least three of the above areas, and any other supporting documents along with a letter of nomination.
